DAY HABILITATION

People Inc. Day Services Programs offer on-site
activities as well as community involvement.
Participants enjoy a selection of activities that range
from gardening, dance, music and cooking, to
creative projects and exercise. Physical assistance
and Behavioral health supports are available as
needed. All Day Habilitation Programs operate
Monday through Friday. Arrival and dismissal times
may vary by location.

DAY HABILITATION WITHOUT WALLS

This program offers a range of options to support each person’s needs
and interests where they become active members of their communities
through volunteer and recreational opportunities in a variety of locations
in Erie and Niagara counties.

for paid employment or meaningful

These services are provided across Erie and Niagara counties at multiple
locations, and are designed to be person-centered and part of the

employment continuum.

PERSONAL ENRICHMENT PROGRAM (PEP)

A Supplemental Day Habilitation program held in the evening and
weekends that provides a fun and safe environment to learn and grow,
for ages 18+. Staff work with participants to achieve community-oriented
goals that may include socialization skills, budgeting and money
transactions, safety skills or learning how to make friends.

PATHWAY TO EMPLOYMENT - COMMUNITY BASED

This individualized service offers the opportunity to identify a career or
vocational direction, instruction and training in job readiness skills and
developing a plan for achieving competitive, integrated employment
at or above the New York State minimum wage. Within 12 months, the
outcome of this service is documentation of the participant’s stated
career objective, a detailed career plan used to guide employment
supports and preparation for supported employment services.

SUPPORTED EMPLOYMENT
ACCES-VR INTENSIVE, EXTENDED
AND OPWDD WAIVER -

COMMUNITY BASED

This program provides people with an
assessment of employment interest and
choice, job development, job training,
stabilization and long-term follow along.
